TVs and DIRECTV-branded receivers. Just press the corresponding key-TV for a
telavision, SAT-CBLs STREAM for a satellite receivar,

Your universal remote requires two AAA alkaline batteries (not included}.

To install the batteries:
1. Remove the hattery compartment cover.

2. Insert the batteries, matching the (+)} and {-} marks inside the battery
compartment.

3. Push the batlery cover back into place.

Battery Precautions:

» Do not mix old and new batteries,

» Do not mix alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc) or rechargeable {nickel-cadmium)
batteries.

Battery Saver

Your universat remote contro! saves battery power by automatically turning off if
any key is pressed for more than 60 seconds, This saves your battery life should
your remote get stuck in a place where the keys remain depressed, such as
between sofa cushions.

To use this universal remote with your home entertainment system, first you need
to program it to controi your devices. There are two ways you can program the
uriversal remote to operate your devices:

»  The Brand Code Search searches through the codes for select brands of
devices.

»  The Direct Code Entry lets you enter a code from the accompanying code
list for your brand of device.

Brand Code Search

The Brand Code Search goes through only the codes for one of the select brands
listed in the accompanying code list. If your brand of device is listed, this search
can be very quick and easy.

IMPORTANT! The Brand Code Search works for TVs, satellite receivers and cable
boxes. The Brand Code Search does not work for programming this remote to
control digital converter boxes and strearning players. Use direct code entry for
these kinds of devices.

TIPS: Each device key is associated with a tyge of device—the TV is preset to search for TVs,
SAT-CBL-STREAM for sateliite receivers, digifal TV converters, cable boxes, or streaming
nlavers, !

If the originat remota controf that came witly your dovice hos separate ON and OFF keys {instoarl
of a single POWER kayj, the Brand Code Searth might not work with that devica. Try the Direct
Lade Entry method described later in this manual,

Ter axit withouwt saving & new code at any poirt in the Brand Code Search, pross EXIT-BACK key.

Tast the ramote with the davice to make sure the davice key is pregrammad with the correct
cade for maximum functionality.

Buring the Brand Code Search, the remote ignoras kaypresses that aren’t part of the search.
Search keys are VOL+, CH+, POWER, ond 0.

The search times out after two minules {the POWER key blinks four timasg and the lpst
programmed code under that device key is retained).

The POWER key biinks four times when the remote has gone through aif the codes, The
remota exits the Brand Code Search. If your device hasn’t lurned off yet, try direct cade
entry.

Testing the Code for Maximum Functionality
Try a variety of the device's functions with the remote. If some device
features don't work, go to the next step to try a different code.

2. Repeat the Brand Code Search from the beginning. When the device
turns off for the first time, don't press the OK/ENTER key, which would
store the same code. Instead, with the unit now off, continue to press the
GUIDE-HOME key repeatedly until the unit turns back on,

Once the unit turns back on, you have found another code that operates the
device. Press the OR/ENTER key,

4. Test the key's functionalily again by attempting to control a variely of the
device’s functions. 1f the code that has been stored controis the majority of
the device's functions, programming is complete. If the code stored does not
give maximum functionality, try another code.

Continue to hold for three secands until you see a bfink of
the Power key LED. The light remains illuminated and now
your can release the P key.
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This remote control gives you access to up to 10 of your favorite satellite or
cable and TV channels instantly, using the Preset Keys. For example, if ane of
your favorite channels is ESPN, you can set up this remote to take you directly
to that channel when you press the P key followed by the 1 key.

To use the Preset Channeis feature, first you must program the channel you'd
like to use for each Preset key. Before you start, use the following table to gather
information about your favorite channels. You can set up 10 favorites for each
channel source: 70 for SAT/CBL/STREAM and 10 for TV,

EXANMPLE: - Preset channels can be set up for satellite recaivers, cable boxes, and digital
TV converters (if you've programmed the SAT-CBL-STREAM key to operate
that kind of device), Streaming players do not have preset channel capability.

While the POWER key is illuminated, the remote is in preset mode. This means
you can go straight to your preset channels—you don't have to press the P key
again. Preset mode lasts for 2 minutes after the last keypress. Here's how to use
the remote in preset mode,

To go to another preset: Press the number for that preset channel,

To go to a channel that's not a preset: Press the P key to exit preset rmode.
The itluminated POWER key turns off. Ther enter the channet number directiy.
{You can also use the CH up and down keys.)

To exit preset mode at any time: Press the P key,

In mast cases, the keys on this remate perform

the same functions as the keys on your ariginal
remotes once you've programmed this remote

to operate your components, Many keys on this
remote have other functions as well.

luminated POWER key serves as an indicator
light to provide feedback. It also turns an or off all
of the devices you've programmed this remote to
operate.

QK/ENTER key selects your on-screen or
programming choices.

The INPUT«SOURCE and — (dash) key has two
functions: (1) it toggles through all the TV inputs;
(2) when you're entering digital channel numbers
directly, this button lats you separate the main
channel number from the sub-channef number
(such as 59.1).

Channel PRESET mode provides you the
capability to program your favorites channels on

t you've programmed the SAT-CBL-STREAM
key with a streaming madia player, the foHowing
number keys have special functionality with that
device:

1, 2,3, and 4 serve as arrow keys in the player's
on-screen menus {right, left, up, and dawn,
respeactively),

9 serves as a HOME key for the player,

EXIT-BACK goes back one screen in the plaver's
manus,

IMPORTANT

Because this remote controls maore than one device, you must first “tell”

the remote which device you wish to aperate. That means, if you wish to
aperate your TV, you must first press the TV key to put the remote in the TV
Mode. The remate stays in that device mode untif you press a different device
key. For example, if your remote is in TV Mode and you want tc operate the
SAT-CBL-STREAM you must press the key to change device modes.

Backlighting

Backlight illumination heips you see the remote contral keys better in the dark,
You can turn backlight iiumination on or off by pressing the backlight key

. Backlighting stays on as long as keys ase heing pressed and turns off four
seconds after the last keypress. Once the backlight time has timed out, any
keypress will reactivate it. If the backlight illumination is on, and you press the
backiight key, the backlight turns off.

Master Power

Each time you press the POWER key, this remote automatically turns on and
off the devices you've programmed it to operate. This feature, calied “Master
Power”, is enabled by default.

To disable Master Power:

1. Press and hold the P key for 3 seconds, The Power key blinks and stays lit,
2. Press any device key. The LED blinks and stays on.

3. Press VOL- to disable Master Power.

4. Press the P key to confirm. The POWER key now turns on or off anly the devide
you're controlling.



To enablie Master Power again:

1. Press and hoid the P key. The POWER key blinks and stays lit.
2. Press any device key. The LED blinks and stays on.

3. Press VOL+ to enable Master Power again.

4, Press the P key to confirm.

Channel Lock

Channel lock automatically sends channel commands, like the CH, GO BACK,
and 0-8 number keys, to your satellite receiver, cable box, or digital TV converter
when you're in TV mode. This ¢an save you keypresses if you use a device other
than your TV te change channels,

To turn channel fock on:

1. Press and hold the SAT/CBL/STREAM key, While you're holding down this
key, use your other hand to press and hold the remote’s CH+ key at the same
time.

2. Wait until the remote’s POWER key comes on and stays on. Than release
hoth keys.

3. Press OK/ENTER to lock channel commands to this device.
To turn channel locl off:

1. Press and hold the TV or SAT/CBL/DTC key. White you're holding down this key,
use yeur other hand 1o press and hold the remote's CH- key at the same time.

2. Wait undll the remote’s POWER key comes on and stays on. Then release both
keys.

3. Press OK/ENTER to confirm you want to unlock channel lock,

NOTE: The Preset Channel feature works independently of Channel Lock
feature, When using Preset Channel feature please follow the * Using Your
Preset Channels” section of this user guide.

Code Retrieval

Jnce you've pregrammed the remote to contral your devices, you may want to
esord the codes for future reference. If you used the Direct Code Entry method,
his is easy. Just find the codes you entered and make a note of them in the
1oxes below. If you used one of the Code Search methods to program your
emote or if you used the Direct Entry method but dont remember the code, you
~ill need to retrieve each device's five-digit code. Retrieving the actual code and
~riting it down will save you time if you ever need to program the remote again.
f the codes are recorded, you can use the Direct Entry method to reprogram
four remote to control your devices, which is guick and easy.

TIPS: All TV codes start with the number 1 and all sateliite receiver, cable box,
streaming players, tand digital TV converters, the number 5,

Ta exit the Code Retrieval Mode at any time, press the EXIT-BACK key.

If you press an invalid key during the Code Retrieval process, the remote

will not respond. If you dlo not press a valid Code Retrieval key (TV,
SAT-CBL*STREAM, EXIT-BACK), Code Retrieval times out after 15 seconds. The
POWER key blinks four times, and then turns off.

I. Press and hold the device key {TV or SAT"CBL-STREAM} whose code you
wish to retrieve. The POWER key illuminates. Keep pressing the device key.

% While holding the device key down, press and hold the PRESET key. The
POWER key illuminates and then turns off. After hofding down both keys for
three seconds, it turns back on.

3. Release both keys. The POWER key remains illuminated,

L. Starting with the number 1 key, press and release each number key on the
keypad in the following order: -8, then 0. The number that causes the POWER
key to blink is the first number of the code. As you find each number of the
code, write it down for future reference. Then start with the number 1 key again.

. Repeat step 4 until you have retrieved ali five numbers in the code. After the
fifth number is retrieved, the POWER key blinks briefly, then turns off.

Problem: The remote does not operate your device,

= Make sure (e remote is in the carrect mode by pressing the corresponding device
key (TV, SAT-CBL-STREAM). This teils the remote which device to aperate,
Remove any obstacles between the remote and the device. Make sure you’re aiming
the remote at the device's IR sansor.

Make sure the batteries are fresh and are properly installed. Replace the batteries
with two new AAA batteries, if necessary (see the Battery Installation section).
Problem: The remote can’t be programmed to operate your device.

If you are testing the remote while programming it, you may be too far away from the
device or at a wrong angle, There must he an unobstructed path between the remote
and the [R senser on the device, Move closer and make sure you point the remote at the
device you're trying to contral.

+  If you're using the Direct Entry programming method to enter the codes for your
brand and the urit is still not functioning properly, try the auto, brand, or manual
search method.

*  Make sure the batteries are fresh and are properly installed,

Problem: The remote doesn’t perform commands properly.

. Make sure the remote is in the correct mode by pressing the corresponding device
key (TV, SAT-CBL-STREAM). This tells the remote which device 10 operate.

+  Youmay have presses an invalid kaey for the mode the remote is in.

. if you're rying to enter a channel number direclly, try pressing the ENTER key after
entering the channel number as this is a requirement of certain models and brands.

*  Thereis & possibitity that a programimed sode may only be able to sontrol some of
your device features (for example, only turns a device on and off). To confirm that
the device key is pregrammed with the correct code for maximumn functionality, test
the device. Attempt to control a variety of the device's functions with the remote. If
some of the features of your devices don’t work, try programming the remote with a
different code in the list using the Direct Code Entry Method, until you find the code
that allows the remote te control the maiority of your device’s functions. Different
cades can provide different levels of functionality.

Problem: The POWER key does not iffuminate when you press a key.
. You may have pressed an invaiid key for the mode the rermote is in,

Make sure the remote is in the correct mode by pressing the corresponding device
key {TV, SAT-CBL-STREAM). This tells the remote which device to operate.

*  Make sure the balteries are fresh and are properly installed. Replace the batteries

Problem: The remote will not change channels on device.

. Make sure the ramote is in the correct maode by pressing the cerresponding device
key {TV, SAT-CBL*STREAM). This te!ls the remote which device 10 operate,

+  Press the OK/ENTER key after you enter a channel number.

. Remnove any abstacles between the remote and the device, Make sure to aim the
ramote at the IR sensor on the device.

«  Check if channel lock is turned on.,

Problem: [ pressed P and the digit for a preset channel, but my device did not go
to that channel.

. Make sure you've set up preset channels for this device. The remole does not come
with any channet presets pre-programmed.

. Make sure you're controlling the correct device for the preset channel. For
example, if you want to go to a preset channel on your satellite receiver, press the
SAT-CBL'STREAM key and then P and the number for the presel you want.
